	Crossroads
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	Emerging Left or Right at Crossroads: (minor to major)

same as emerging at T junction except new road opposite


On approach:

· Look into new road

· Assess – is there a car approaching? Who has priority?

· Decide – do you need to wait, or can you go?

· Act – on what you see
Approaching Left or Right at Crossroads: (major to minor)

same as normal approach except need to look into new road

as another vehicle may fail to stop.

Continue straight ahead on major road:

Check centre mirror, off the gas, cover brake

Scan both minor roads


Are the cars going to stop?  Have they seen you?


Continue through, back on the gas

	You wish to turn right (major to minor) and the approaching vehicle also wishes to turn right.

There are 2 methods:

a) Offside to Offside (Driver to driver):
The safest method, ensures good road position and visibility
b) Nearside to Nearside (Passenger to passenger):

Notice the poor road position and visibility
This method is not normally used.  Only use this method when road markings direct traffic to do so.
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
