	Pedestrian Crossings
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	Approach
Check centre mirror.  Off the gas, cover brake



Be ready to slow down and stop if required

Stopping
Stop behind white line, 1st gear, handbrake on
Do NOT
Wave pedestrians on, or rev your engine

WAIT

for pedestrians on crossing, before moving off

TYPES
Puffin/Toucan – same light sequence as traffic lights



Pelican – as above except flashing amber



Zebra – must stop for people on the crossing or waiting



Safe havens – not an official crossing but be alert



	Indicators & Signals
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	Correct

Ensure correct direction indicator is on



Roundabouts – always signal to exit

Timing

Think about implications of early / late signals

Unnecessary

Not required for overtaking parked cars




stationary buses.




Moving off & Stopping – only necessary someone 


else benefits

Others

Reverse lights




Brake lights




Horn




Flashing main beam




Hazard warning lights
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
