	Straight reverse.  Good level of clutch  and steering control, ie angle starts, hill starts

	· Start in parked position, close to kerb

· Prepare car to move

· Observe all around – from left shoulder to right shoulder

· If safe, release handbrake and move – no signal necessary
· Move forward very slowly and steer full right lock

· Move slowly towards opposite kerb – observing all around

· Stop just before kerb – use reference point – handbrake on

· Select reverse – prepare car – observe, and then move

· Steer left to full lock – look out back over left shoulder and check to the sides.

· As approaching kerb, look over right shoulder and stop just before kerb – use reference point.

· Handbrake on, select 1st gear – prepare – observe, and then move

· Steer to full right lock – assess if car will clear the kerb

· If not, reverse once more just enough to allow you to clear the kerb

If a vehicle or pedestrian appears – STOP –make eye contact and see what they want to do
Be aware of camber – may need to clutch down and cover brake to control speed
Avoid DRY STEERING


	Reverse around corner

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	· Drive slowly past the junction to assess it
· Position 2 car lengths past junction, and ½ m from kerb

· Handbrake on, select reverse

· Prepare the car, make effective all round observation

· If safe, reverse slowly until back wheels are at point of turn.

· Observe ahead & over right shoulder, if safe, steer

· Steer left, ensuring car stays the same distance from kerb

· Observe all around, keep the car slow.

· Once the car is around the corner, straighten up

· Continue to reverse in a straight line 3 car lengths
· Stop the car, handbrake and neutral.

· When asked to proceed, do so making good all round observations

Keep the car slow – using clutch control

Keep the car the same distance from the kerb as when you started

Remember to check your blind spot before turning

If you see a vehicle or pedestrian, stop - wait to see what they do!
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
