	Regardless of your driving experience, you MUST make Mirrors, Signal, Manoeuvre (MSM) routine an integral part of your driving.
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When to use MSM
	check the speed & position pf traffic behind

is a signal necessary?

is any change of speed or direction, ie, turning left or parking

your vehicle must always be in the correct position, before the 

manoeuvre

reduce speed by progressive braking, then select the correct gear
What can you see?  Who has priority?  What are your options?

Is it safe to proceed, or should you wait? 

Be prepared to stop, ready to go.

· Always, use before:
· Moving off

· Signalling

· Slowing down or stopping

· Changing direction

· turning left or right

· overtaking parked or moving vehicles

· changing lanes

· Slowing down or stopping
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
