	Straight reverse.  Good level of clutch and steering control, ie angle starts, hill starts

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Key Points:

Control

2 Car Lengths






	· Position along side and just in front of the parked car.

· Handbrake on

· Select reverse gear to notify other cars of your intention

· Observe all around to check if safe
· Release the handbrake and move SLOWLY whilst looking out the back window and all around
· Reverse to point of turn (when your back seat has just passed the end of parked car)

· Look all around, including right blind spot
· Steer full LEFT lock as quickly as possible – fast hands/slow car

· Position front of car until 1 o’clock

· Straighten wheels.

· Reverse towards kerb – looking all around as you go

· Look in left door mirror- when kerb disappears steer right full 

· When car close to and parallel with kerb, straighten up wheels
· Reverse until you can see Tyres & Tarmac in front and stop.

· Handbrake on and neutral.


	Bay Park
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	This can either be done to the left or right.
Right hand side:

1. Position car so that line B is sitting on your shoulder. Line A will be just under the door mirror
2. Steer full left lock to get to position 2.  Make all round observation and keep an eye on Line A, this should be in corner of back door.

3. Handbrake and reverse gear.  Use Line A to guide you into bay.  Steer full left lock.  When car is parallel, straighten wheels and reverse into bay.  When end of bay just under door mirrors, stop.  Handbrake and neutral.

When reverse parking:
· control the car at very slow speed

· take effective all around observation – look for pedestrians

· aim to position centre of bay

· Finish with wheels straight
