A question and several answer options will appear onscreen and you have to select the correct answer to the question by touching the screen. Some questions may require more than one answer.

Some car and motorcycle multiple choice questions will be given as a case study. The case study will show a scenario that five questions will be based on. The subject of the scenario focuses on real life examples and experiences that drivers could come across when driving.

After the multiple choice part you can choose to have a break of up to three minutes before the hazard perception part starts.

Part 2 – Hazard Perception

You will be shown 14 video clips, where you have to spot the developing hazard to score points.  The sooner you spot it by clicking the mouse, the greater your score.  Each hazard can earn a max of 5 points.  There is one clip which will contain 2 hazards.

	Eyesight
The distance requirement for the eyesight test using old style number plates is 20.5 metres or 20 metres (approx 6 car lengths) if the new-style number plate is used. New-style number plates are easily identifiable starting with two letters eg AB 51 ABC.

Show me / tell me

After the eyesight test you will be asked two vehicle safety check questions.
Drive

Learner drivers will be tested on independent driving as part of the practical driving test from 4 October 2010. Car test candidates (category B) will have to complete one reversing manoeuvre rather than two. The manoeuvre will be selected at random by the examiner from: turning in the road reversing around a corner reverse parking (either on the road, or into a bay). An emergency stop exercise will still be conducted on one in three tests.
